1. Place sufficient guards at strategic locations and patrolling to be carried out 
2. Perimeter to be fenced up 
3. Entry and exit to be controlled and regulated 
4. Visitors to be screened and recorded 
5. All deliveries in and out must be recorded 
6. To install CCTV at main entrance/exit and key areas such as store and site office 
7. Sufficient lighting 
8. No temporary workers accommodation quarters to be built inside the site 
9. Site office and store for key products to be protected with alarm system 
10. Containers and storage areas to be padlocked
